Reflection:

Do:
This week, identify someone each day that you can thoughtfully and intentionally serve. 
Remember that true service is the byproduct of  “studying” that person to learn how they can 
best be served. In other words, as you observe others look for that which would be the most 
meaningful and helpful to each person specifically.

 “Everyone is interesting,” said Malcolm Gladwell, “and the responsibility is on YOU to figure 
out what makes them interesting.” This week, identify at least one person each day to practice 
this truth. Interact beyond the normal status quo of  relational superficiality, as you seek to 
discover how God has made this individual “interesting.”

Further Application:
