Reflect on Paul’s vivid depiction of how Christ humbled himself found in Philippians

2:6-11. Paul instructs us to have that same “mind-set”” that Christ exhibited.

What are some practical ways you can incorporate that way of thinking into your
own situations, circumstances and relationships?

Which area(s) are most difficult for you to demonstrate this servant mind-set?

The city of Philippi was consumed with status, appearance, titles and position.
Status, level of importance and sense of personal significance was often based one’s
appearance, clothing and mode of transportation. What are some similarities that
you can see between the city of Philippi and the world in which we live?

Memorize:
Philippians 2:1-11.

Prayer:

Ask God to begin to prompt you when you are operating out of a motivation that
is contrary to Paul’s admonition in this passage. (i.e. selfish ambition, vain conceit,
looking out primarily for your own interest, as well as any endeavors that are
influenced by status secking and/or title chasing;

Read:

Often it is helpful to read and reflect on different translations of Scripture. Visit
www.studylight.org, type in Philippians 2 in the “search” box and read this passage in
several different translations. Note the different words they use to describe Christ’s
actions. Below you will find the Message version of this passage.

1If you’ve gotten anything at all out of following Christ, if his love has made any
difference in your life, if being in a community of the Spirit means anything to you,
if you have a heart, if you care--2then do me a favor: Agree with each other, love
each other, be deep-spirited friends. 3Don’t push your way to the front; don’t sweet-
talk your way to the top. Put yourself aside, and help others get ahead. 4Don’t be
obsessed with getting your own advantage. Forget yourselves long enough to lend a

helping hand.

5Think of yourselves the way Christ Jesus thought of himself. 6He had equal status
with God but didn’t think so much of himself that he had to cling to the advantages
of that status no matter what. 7Not at all. When the time came, he set aside the
privileges of deity and took on the status of a slave, became human! 8Having become
human, he stayed human. It was an incredibly humbling process. He didn’t claim
special privileges. Instead, he lived a selfless, obedient life and then died a selfless,
obedient death--and the worst kind of death at that: a crucifixion. 9Because of that
obedience, God lifted him high and honored him far beyond anyone or anything,
ever, 10so that all created beings in heaven and on earth--even those long ago dead
and buried--will bow in worship before this Jesus Christ, 11and call out in praise that
he is the Master of all, to the glorious honor of God the Father.
