Practice: While God speaks powerfully through Scripture, he also whispers to us through the
everyday experiences in our lives. “The question is not what you look at;” wrote Henry David
Thoreau, “but what you see.”

In his book, Experiment in Criticism, C.S. Lewis says: “A work of (whatever) art can be either
‘received’ or ‘used” When we ‘receive’ it we exert our senses and imagination and various other
powers according to a pattern invented by the artist. When we ‘use’ it we treat it as assistance for
our own activities.”

In other words, regardless of the venue, be it art, media, music, etc, there are images of God to be
found. God desires to speak to us through the very mundane moments of life. As John Ortberg
states in his book, God is Closer than You Think, “God wants to be known, but not in a way that
overwhelms us, that takes away the possibility of love freely chosen... He often shows up in
unexpected ways. He travels incognito... You never know where he’ll turn up, or whom he’ll speak
through, or what unlikely scenario he'll us for his purpose.”

As you go through your daily activities, begin intentionally looking for whatever things that are true,
noble, right, pure, lovely, things that are admirable, excellent and praiseworthy, etc. You may find it
in the wonder and awe expressed by a child or the grace of an elderly person. You may experience
images of God’s grace embedded in a movie or even the longing of the human heart woven in a song
on the radio. Perhaps, as you watch the evening news, do so with an ear to hear the cry of God’s heart
for aworld in need. Rather than merely taking in the despairing ‘facts’ of the world around us, allow
the Spirit of God to prompt you to pray for hope, healing and redemption.
