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Digging Deeper

1. This week we talked briefly about the challenge of living as the person God has created us 
to be. Have you ever experienced the cycle (Guilt, Try Harder, Lose Focus, Fatigue, Quit) in 
your life?  Why do you think we tend to be motivated so often by guilt?

Paul instructs us to “keep in step with the Spirit.” One of the natural byproducts and indicators 
of our walking in the Spirit is the evidence of the fruit of the Spirit. 

Read Galatians 5:22-23.

3. Which of these fruit seem to be the most lacking?

4. Who do you know that is “full of the Spirit?” What qualities do you admire in this person?

5. What activities and people help you stay in step with the Spirit? 

6. What activities and/or people have blocked the flow of the Spirit in your life?

Pray: Each day begin with a simple prayer. Ask God to help you to be sensitive to His presence 
and promptings. Throughout your day, take moments to re-pray this prayer and reflect on the 
moments up to that point. Were there moments or situations in which you closed yourself off  
to the Spirit and got out of step? What happened? What did it feel like? How did you respond? 
At the end of each day, take a few moments and review your day with-God. Ask Him to show 
you where you were in or out of step with Him. 

As we become more aware of God’s presence and promptings, step-by-step, day-by-day, we 
will more-and-more learn to keep in step with the Spirit. 

Memorize: Therefore I, the prisoner of the Lord, implore you to walk in a manner worthy of the 
calling with which you have been called. (Ephesians 4:1 NASB)
Since we live by the Spirit, let us keep in step with the Spirit. (Galatians 5:25 TNIV)
